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Police on Wednesday ar-
rested two local BJP lead-
ers for allegedly abetting
the suicide of  the chief  ex-
ecutive officer (CEO) of a
janpad panchayat in Khar-
gone district, an official
said.

Rajesh Baheti, 54, the
CEO of  Bhikangaon janpad
panchayat in Khargone dis-
trict, committed suicide by
hanging himself  at his offi-
cial residence on June 27,

police said.
The two, Dhannalal Khat-

wase and Dulichand Banke
(an office-bearer of  the jan-
pad), were arrested on the
basis of  evidence and facts
gathered in investigation
so far, including a purport-
ed suicide note, Khargone
Superintendent of  Police
(SP) Shailendra Singh
Chouhan told reporters
here.

On the basis of  the sui-
cide note and the state-
ments of  the deceased's
family members, a case un-

der the IPC section 306
(abetment of  suicide) was
registered against Khat-
wase and Banke, he said
and added that both al-
legedly used to pressure Ba-
heti for government work.

Further investigation
was underway, he said.
Khatwase is the husband of
janpad president Rekha
Bai, while Banke is janpad
(a sub-district administra-
tive unit) vice-president. 

Both are associated with
the Khargone unit of  the
BJP, party sources said.

District BJP president
Rajendra Rathore could not
be contacted for comments
on the issue despite repeat-
ed attempts.

However, district BJP me-
dia in-charge Prakash
Bhavsar told PTI that sen-
ior leaders of  the party will
be apprised about the po-
lice action against Khat-
wase and Banke.

“The party will take suit-
able action against them,”
he said.

When contacted, state
BJP secretary Rajneesh

Agrawal said only local
leadership can talk about
those arrested in the sui-
cide case.

“I don't know them or
their association with the
party. But the law will take
its own course and the par-
ty doesn't protect such per-
sons," Agrawal said.

Meanwhile, Congress
MLA from Bhikangaon
Jhuma Solanki submitted a
memorandum to the SP de-
manding an unbiased
probe and action in the
case.

Janpad Panchayat CEO suicide case
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The Bhopal cyber cell bust-
ed two gangs that duped in-
vestors in the name of  high
returns in the stock market.
While one gang operated
from Baghsewania in
Bhopal, the other was run-
ning the illegal activity from
Hoshangabad district. Po-
lice have arrested five per-
sons of  the two gangs. 

The Bhopal-based accused
minted over Rs 2 crore dup-
ing 130 people promising
them high return by invest-
ing their money in stock
market. They targeted peo-
ple all across the country.
The fraudsters would take
as low as Rs 10,000 from the
investors promising then
hefty return. 

Similarly, the woman and
her accomplices operating
in Hoshangabad had collect-

ed Rs 30 lakh through their
illicit business, cheating
around 60 people. 

Police said the Baghsewa-
nia-based accused Narendra
Patel had learnt the nitty-
gritty of  the stock market
from Youtube. Patel would
choose his target and then
access their data. He would
call them and offer heavy re-
turns 

On June 23, police received
a complaint from a Bhopal-
based person and an investi-
gation was launched. Three
persons Narendra Patel,
Deepak Patel and Rajkumar
Patel were arrested in con-
nection with the fraud. 

Patel ran Apex broking
firm and he had a staff  of  7
females and 18 males. • SI BK
Garg said the accused would

ask for minimum charges of
Rs 10,000 in the name of  pro-
cessing and training fee and
then would take at least Rs
10,000. SI said that police
have received information
about 130 victims from their
bank transactions but the
figure is likely to increase.
Also the amount is also like-
ly to go above Rs 2 crore, said
the cop.

10 lakh vaccine doses from Thursday. This
three-day drive is being launched after the
mega vaccination drive which was started
on June 21.DME minister Vishwas
Sarang, talking to Free Press said, “We
have been provided 10 lakh doses for drive
which will be conducted for three days.
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Providing relief  to devotees and a
chance to visit Khajrana Ganesh,
it was decided to keep the temple
doors open till 10 pm from
Wednesday. Since the lockdown
was lifted, the temple was kept
open from 9 am to 8 pm with re-
strictions of  4 to 5 people allowed
inside the temple at any given point
of  time. The number of  people al-
lowed inside the temple has also
been increased to 6 now.

To enter the temple, it is now com-
pulsory to bring a certificate of
having a vaccine or to show a mes-
sage that the person has registered
and is waiting for the slot of  vacci-
nation. Devotees will be allowed to
enter the temple premises only af-
ter showing either of  these.

Now, every day from morning till
night, about 5,000-5,500 come to the
temple for darshan. The largest
crowd gathers on Wednesdays.

To follow the corona guidelines at
the temple, only 6 devotees are be-
ing given entry at any given point of
time. Apart from this, devotees are
checked to see if  they are wearing
their masks properly when enter-
ing the temple premises. The num-
ber of  devotees is also increasing in
other temples, including Ranjit
Hanuman Temple, Annapurna
Temple and Bijasan Temple.

Dipesh Vyas, priest of Ranjit
Hanuman temple, said, “Earlier,
only 200-250 devotees used to come,
but now 500 to 550 and, sometimes,
600 devotees have been visiting dai-
ly for a darshan.” Here, the largest
crowd is seen on Saturdays and
Tuesdays. Ranjit Hanuman temple
will also open for an hour more on
these particular days due to the
large crowds. Further, the number
of  devotees is also rising in Anna-
purna and Bijasan temples com-
pared to earlier times.
