Country accuses Moscow of plottmg to lure U'kramlan troops into an ambush

Kyiv: Ukrainian officials acknowledged
that Russian troops had no choice but to
flee a key southern city but stopped
short of declaring victory in Kherson
on Thursday even after Moscow said it
began a retreat that would represent a
humiliating defeat in the grinding war.

It was difficult to know what was hap-
pening in the strategic port city, from
which tens of thousands have fled in re-
cent weeks. Some Western observers,
including the highest-ranking U.S. mili-
tary officer, said they believed the
Kremlin’s forces have been forced to
pull out — though a full withdrawal
could take some time.

Ukrainian officials have warned for
weeks that any announcement of a
Russian retreat should be treated scep-
tically. They have accused Moscow of
plotting to lure Ukrainian troops into
an ambush and said Russian soldiers
have donned civilian clothes in an effort
to melt into the city’s population.

But on Thursday, Ukraine’s armed
forces commander-in-chief, Valeriy Za-
luzhny, said that “the enemy had no oth-
er choice but to resort to fleeing,” since
Kyiv’s army has “destroyed logistical
routes and supply system, disrupted the
system of the enemy’s military com-
mand” in the area.

Still, he said that Ukrainian military
could not confirm or deny that Russian
forces were indeed withdrawing from
Kherson as the Russian Defense Min-
istry reported on Thursday. The min-
istry said there was a “manoeuver of
units of the Russian group” to the op-
posite side of the Dnieper River from
where Kherson lies, a day after ordering
a withdrawal.

But another senior Ukrainian official
offered another reason to be wary of
any pullback: Presidential adviser
MyKkhailo Podolyak alleged Russian
forces had laid mines throughout Kher-
son, saying they wanted to turn it into a
“city of death.” —AP

Iran protests rage as officials renew threats

Dubai: Protests in Iran
raged on streets into Thurs-
day with demonstrators re-
membering a bloody crack-
down in the country’s south-
east, even as the nation’s in-
telligence minister and
army chief renewed threats
against local dissent and the
broader world.

Meanwhile, a top official in
Iran’s paramilitary Revolu-
tionary Guard claimed it

had “achieved” having so-
called hypersonic missiles,
without providing any evi-
dence. The protests in Iran,
sparked by the Sep 16 death
of a 22-year-old woman after
her detention by the coun-
try’s morality police, have
grown into one of the largest
sustained challenges to the
nation’s theocracy.

Near Isfahan, an online
video showed clouds of tear

gas. Shouts of “Death to the
Dictator” could be heard —a
common chant in the
protests targeting Iran’s
Supreme Leader Ayatollah
Ali Khamenei.

It wasn’t immediately
clear if there were injuries
or arrests in this round of
protests, though Iran’s state-
run IRNA news agency ac-
knowledged the demonstra-
tions near Isfahan. —AP
